Below is a list of abbreviations you may see on your writing assignments.  Each abbreviation is explained, and an example is provided to help you to modify your papers for resubmission.

V.T.  – verb tense.  
Your verb is not in the correct tense (present, present progressive, 




preterite, imperfect).  

Example:    Ayer, voy a la playa.

Ayer (yesterday) indicates the action happened in the past; therefore, you must have you verb in the preterite tense. ( Ayer, fui a la playa.

S.V.A – Subject-Verb Agreement
The subject and the verb do not agree.  






Example:     Yo trabaja en la escuela.

The subject is “ yo” or “I”.  Verbs in the present tense in the “ yo” form always end in “o”.  In order to fix it, you must change it to ( Yo trabajo en la escuela.  

S.P. – Spelling Error          You made a mistake in spelling.  Please consult notes, text book, etc. to 

                              find the correct spelling.  
N.A.A. – Noun-Adjective Agreement       The noun and the adjective do not agree in number

                                                 and/or gender.

W.O. – Word Order
